llia Il the son of George was born as Irakli Ghudushauri-Shiolashvili on January 4, 1933 in Orjonikidze.

In 1952 he graduated from N22 high school of Vladikavkaz. During the years of 1952-1956 he studied at
Moscow Theological Seminary and in 1956-1960 at Moscow Theological Academy.

On April 16, 1957 he became a monk, on April 18, 1957 he was ordained a deacon and on May 10, 1958
he was ordained a priest.

In the years of 1960-1963 he was a priest of Batumi St. Nikoloz Church.

On December 19, 1960 he was promoted to hegumen and later to archimandrite, on September 16, 1961.

On August 26, 1963 he became a bishop of Batumi and Shemokmedi and a chorbishop of the Catholicos-
Patriarch of All Georgia.

During the years of 1963-1968 he was a director of Mtskheta Theological Institute and in 1968-1970 he
was a director of Mtskheta three-year Pastoral-Theological Institute.

In 1970-1972 he was a rector of Mtskheta Theological Seminary.

On September 1, 1967 he became the bishop of Tskhum-Abkhazia.

On May 15, 1969 he was given the title of Metropolitan.

In 1972 he was awarded a Second Panagia.

In 1975 he was granted to wear a diamond cross on the skufia.

On November 9, 1977 by the decision of the Synod he was elected as the patriarchal locum tenens.

On December 23, 1977 at the 12* local church meeting he was elected the Catholicos-Patriarch of
All Georgia and on December 25, 1977 the enthronization ceremony of the newly elected patriarch
was held.
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In 1979-1983 llia Il became the president of the World Council of Churches.

In 1997 His Holiness became an honorary member of the Theological Academy of Crete.

In 1997 His Holiness was a full member of the UN International Academy of Informatization.

In 1988 llia Il became the Doctor of Theology of the St. Tikhon’s Orthodox Theological Seminary in
America.

OnJanuary 22, 2001 His Holiness was awarded Georgian Church Award, St. George’s Order of 1** Quality.

In 2002 His Holiness was granted the title of honorary doctor and professor by lvane Javakhishvili Thilisi
State University and Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani Thilisi State Pedagogical University.

In 2003-2005 and in 2009 His Holiness was the Rector of Thilisi Theological Academy and Seminary.

On December 21, 2010 llia Il became the Metropolitan of Tskhum-Abkhazia and Bichvinta. On December
29, 2010 His Holiness was granted the Shota Rustaveli State Prize and Gold Medal.

On January 23, 2013 His Holiness was granted the prize of the International Public Fund for the Unity
of the Orthodox Peoples: “for special contribution to strengthening brotherly relations between the
Orthodox peoples and churches”.

On June 19, 2013 according to the decision of the Academic Council of Batumi Shota Rustaveli State
University His Holiness was conferred an Honorary Doctorate.

On November 21, 2013 llia Il was awarded the Highest Order of Justice (Award of the Worldwide
Lawyers Association).

The diocese of Mtskheta-Thilisi includes (Thbilisi, Mtskheta, part of Mtskheta municipality, part of
Gardabani municipality) — His Holiness and Beatitude, Catholicos-Patriarch of All Georgia llia Il (Shiolashvili-
Ghudushauri).

The chair is located in Thilisi and Svetitskhoveli, the residence - in Thilisi.

The diocese of Bichvinta and Tskhum-Abkhazia covers (city of Sukhumi, the municipalities of Sukhumi,
Gagra, Gali, Gudauta, Gulripsh and Ochamchira).

From 2013 to 2015, he served in the Armenian Diocese of New Nakhijevan and Russia as Assistant to the
Primate.

From 2015 to 2019 Rev. Father Kirakos Davtyan served as Vicar of the Diocese of Gegharkunik.

In 2015, under the presidency of His Holiness Karekin I, Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians,
Rev. Father Kirakos Davtyan successfully defended doctoral thesis titled “Comparative Analysis of Folk Rituals
of the Armenian and Russian Church Holidays”.

On June 18, 2019 by the Pontifical Order of His Holiness Karekin I, Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All

Giuseppe Pasotto was born on July 6, 1954 in the village of Bovolone, Verona region (ltaly).

In September 1994 Giuseppe Pasotto arrived in Georgia and after having studied the language he lived in
Kutaisi.

In 1996 Pasotto was appointed as Apostolic Administrator of Latin Catholics in the Caucasus after which
he moved to the capital. Thilisi ancient Catholic cathedral of the Assumption of Virgin Mary into Heaven was
renewed by his efforts which was blessed by Cardinal Battista Re on August 15, 1999.

In November 1999 Pope John Paul Il arrived in Georgia by his invitation.

On January 6, 2000 Giuseppe Pasotto was ordained bishop by the Pope in St. Peter’s Basilica, Rome.

On November 5, 2005 the Bishop Pasotto opened the 1st Diocesan Synod which was closed on the 26th of
November, 2006.

On September 30, 2016 Monsignor Giuseppe Pasotto hosted Pope Francis in Georgia.

He is currently serving as a missionary in Georgia where he founded Thilisi International Baptist Church in
2002, which continues functioning successfully.

He represents the
International Baptist Churches in America.

Hoblitz served God in Mozambique, South Africa, Germany, Russia and Georgia. He distributed Bibles and
Christian literature inthe above mentioned countries. He collected and distributed humanitarian aid forlonely
and homeless shelters, assisted the poor and promoted medical missions to help patients and sick people.

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Evangelical-Protestant Church in Georgia
Pastor Giorgi Chitadze

Giorgi Chitadze was born on March 27, 1969 in the village of Kelktseuli of the Gori district, Georgia. He was
a believer from childhood because of which he was persecuted during the communist regime in Georgia. It’s
for this reason he was dismissed from the 8th grade of the high school in the village of Kelktseuli, Gori district.
Then he continued his studies in Thilisi where he regularly went to Tbilisi Evangelical Faith Church.

In 1989 Giorgi Chitadze left for Latvia in the city of Elgava to study in the first theological school of the
Soviet Union. One year later he returned to Georgia and opened the first Biblical School in the Evangelical Faith
Church of Georgia. Soon after, Giorgi became the head of the Youth Service of Thilisi Evangelical Faith Church.

In 1993 the representation of the Christian College “School of Christ” was opened in Georgia by Bert
Klendenen, international Christian preacher, where Giorgi Chitadze was invited as a teacher.

In 1995 Giorgi Chitadze returned to Gori where he became a pastor of the church.

Since 1996 the Georgian Evangelical-Protestant Church began to develop independently according to his
vision, the pastor and head of which was Giorgi Chitadze.

Soon after, Evangelical-Protestant Church of Georgia began conducting church services in Kareliand Khashuri
districts and also in the city of Rustavi. Pastor Giorgi Chitadze became the senior pastor of this movement.

In 2003 the pastor graduated from the full course of pastors’ academic teaching of the international
university “Word of Life” in Moscow.

In 2004 pastor Giorgi Chitadze moved to Rustavi where he became a pastor of the local church.

Pastor Giorgi Chitadze still lives and works in Rustavi.

He has a wife and four children.
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Evangelical Faith Church of Georgia
Bishop Oleg Khubashwvili

Oleg Khubashvili was born on October 22, 1958 in the district of Tianeti. After serving in the army of the
Soviet Union he actively started Christian activity. He graduated from the Swedish “Word of Life” University.

His Christian life began in the 1970s when he became a member of the parish of the Evangelical Faith
Church of Georgia.

In 1980 he established a youth movement in Thilisi Evangelical Faith Church which he headed for two years.

In 1982 Oleg Khubashvili became a bishop of the Evangelical Faith Church of Georgia. Despite the communist
regime, he headed and was actively involved in various charitable or evangelical events.

In 1980s he founded the underground printing-house, where various types of Christian literature were
printed in the Georgian language. He established the “Christian Association of Georgian Evangelical Faith”,
on the base of which from 1992 to 1996 a free dining room was functioning in order to save the citizens and
pensioners living in severe social or economic conditions from death by hunger. In the name of the Evangelical
Faith Church of Georgia, he also organized assistance for IDPs from Abkhazia with medicines and financial
resources as well.

In 1992 through his involvement the First Bible College was opened in Thilisi. In 2001, in cooperation with
the international organization “Holy Assembly” the theological institute was established on the base of the
Evangelical Faith Church of Georgia. During his tenure Evangelical Faith Church was established in many regions
of Georgia.

In 2015 for the first time, with his immediate supervision and initiative, a new edition of Georgian Bible
was published with comments.

In 2016 the organization “Christian Embassy from Jerusalem” was founded and Bishop Oleg Khubashvili
became the national director.

He has been awarded the academic doctorate degree by the International Biblical Academy “Alpha and
Omega” and the honorary title of the Doctor of Theology by the Latin Theological University of California.

Oleg Khubashvili has wife, 5 sons, 3 daughters and 10 grandchildren.
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Spiritual Assembly of Yazidis of Georgia
Dimitri Pirbari

Dimitri Pirbari was born in 1978 in Thilisi. In 1999 he graduated from the Georgian Agricultural University,
specializing in Architecture of Green Construction and in 2004 - Thilisi Institute of Asia and Africa, the faculty
of history of the Eastern Countries and International Relations.

In 2003 he started educational activities and conducted thecourses of Yezidi religion for the youth of Yezidi
community of Georgia. He worked in the editorial board of Yezidi newspaper “Akhali Mzera”.

Since 2003 Pirbarihas been publishing articles and monographs about the history of Yezidis, ethnography
and the Yezidi religion.

In 2011 he was the initiator and one of the founders of the Yezidi Community Center. In the same year he
established the religious organization “Spiritual Assembly of Yazidis of Georgia”.

In 2011 the “Spiritual Assembly of Yazidis” invited the delegation of the Supreme Spiritual Assembly of
Yazidis from Iraq that gave impetus to the revival of the Yezidi religion in Georgia.

In 2014 Pirbari was elected as the Head of the “Spiritual Assembly of Yazidis of Georgia”.

He regularly participates in international scientific conferences and conducts lectures on the Yezidi religion
and history at various higher education institutions.

Dimitri Pirbari is an associate member of Giorgi Tsereteli Institute of Oriental Studies.

He established friendly relations with religious leaders of different religions both in Georgia and abroad.

Dimitri Pirbari is a public and religious figure, theologian and Orientalist. He is the author of articles and
monographs dedicated to the history and ethnography of Yezidis,Yezidi sacred texts and theological studies.
The Yezidis Spiritual Centre founded in Thilisi with his direct initiative and efforts is a religious center not only
for the Yezidis living in Georgia but also in the region.
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Sinceits creation, the State Agency for Religious Issues has been actively consulting with religious communities
and religious organizations. Experience has shown that along with individual working meetings with religious
communities, it was necessary to organize a format of effective inter-religious dialogue. To this end, an open-
format inter-religious council was formed in 2015 that unites all religious communities on the basis of their
desire and interest. It is important that the Council is not a structural unit of the State Agency for Religious
Issues and has no administrative link with the agency. In the Council format issues initiated by both the religious
communities and the agency are discussed. It should be emphasized that the Interreligious Council organized
by the State Agency for Religious Issues differs in its own format from all projects of the same type operating in
parallel. Specifically, the Council incorporates both religious minorities as well as religious associations belonging
to religious majority and takes into account all their needs.

The council meet periodically and discuss various important issues.
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The State Agency for Religious Issues considers and responds to the challenges of the modern world. It is
for this reason that the theme of our already traditional annual conference “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace”
is chosen: In 2016, it was the “Inter-religious Dialogue for Peace”, which adopted a declaration, stating: “the
parties involved in “inter-religious dialogue advocate for our country’s territorial integrity, promote inter-
religious cooperation and formation of high-moral society, focused on the protection of human dignity and
the sanctity of the family, equality, social problems solving “; The topic of the conference held in 2017 was
“Religious Tolerance in Georgia”; The third conference was dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the First
Republic of Georgia - “The Role of Religions in Georgia - 1918-2018"; The fourth conference was held in 2019
with the motto: “Religions on the Road to Georgia’s European Integration” and adopted a declaration which
stated: "We believe that the role of Georgia, as a historical member of the ancient European cultural family and
a country with a tradition of distinguished tolerance is important for the modern European community, as well
as the achievements of the European countries in the field of protection of fundamental human rights - for
the development of our country; we condemn abduction and killing of civilians in the occupied territories of
Georgia; as well as all facts of gross alteration, closure, or destruction of religious buildings with a purpose of
erasing ethnic-historical traces; we oppose facts of restriction of freedom of religion and belief in the occupied
territories of Georgia and support the process of restoring Georgia’s territorial integrity”.
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On March 8, 2015 a joint declaration “Woman - Envoy for Peace ” was signed by the religious organizations of
Georgia and the State Agency for Religious Issues in Thilisi Tolerance Square, stating that religious organizations,
together with the state, “will support the recognition and protection of women’s rights; they condemned and
continue to condemn all forms of violence, oppression and discrimination based on human dignity against
women; provide all the necessary conditions and take special care of socially vulnerable women, pregnant
women, mothers of many children, women living in nursing homes and medical facilities, women with
disabilities, female prisoners and women probationers; based on their religious teachings, they will promote
equality between men and women before the law “.

In 2016 at the conference , Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” a declaration was adopted, stating: “Parties
involved in interreligious dialogue promote a co-operation between the religions and the formation of a high-
mora society focused on protecting human dignity and family sanctity, equality, resolving social problems”;

On October 24, 2019, at the Interreligious Conference “Religions on the Georgia’s Way to European
Integration” a declaration was signed according to which religions existing in Georgia support a historical
choice of Georgia, announced by the universal plebiscite, — the European course, by maintaining and protecting
fundamental values of national traditions, family and faith; condemn abduction and killing of civilians in the
occupied territories of Georgia; as well as all facts of gross alteration, closure, or destruction of religious buildings
with a purpose of erasing ethnic-historical traces.

Within the framework of the activities of the Recommendatory Commission on Property and Financial
Issues of the Religious Organizations meetings are held regularly where specific decisions are made on specific
issues. Georgia is not a legal successor of the Soviet Union and thus has no obligation to restitute the property
confiscated during the Soviet period. Nevertheless, the state shows good will and returns those cult buildings to
religious organizations that became the actual property of the state after the restoration of independence.

Since 2014, the State Agency for Religious Issues has been implementing a project of inter-religious calendar
including the holidays of different religious communities in a single calendar format. The aim of the project is to
raise awareness among different religious groups and promote the development of inter-religious culture. It is
important that calendar is distributed not only to religious communities but to virtually all public agencies which
in turn, promote raising awareness of public servants in terms of religious diversity and tolerance. It’s the third
year since a new version has been added to the calendar that is an inter-religious calendar in Braille, which aims
to raise public sensitivity to blind people and promote maximum inclusion of people with disabilities in a society.
We also note that the agency interacts with the representatives of the Union of the Blind and the public boarding
school # 202 - organizes their meetings with the leadership of the Human Rights and Civil Integration Committee
of the Parliament of Georgia, provides all school children with clothes and stationery, and a calendar printed in
Braille.

The agency regularly publishes textbooks on freedom of religion and peace in Georgian. Among them should
be emphasized: 1. The textbook — “Secularism and Religious Neutrality in Public Service”; 2. A series of publications
— Law and Religion (so far 3 volumes) - Book | —Judgments of the European Court for Human Rights on freedom
of religion”, with regard to Article 9 of the European Convention for the Protection of Human rights and basic
Freedoms (62 cases in total); Book Il - The United Nations, the Council of Europe, the OSCE, the Venice Commission
and the Oslo Coalition documents on freedom of religion; Book Il - “Legislation on Freedom of Religion and Belief
of Romania, Bulgaria, Austria, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia, Moldova, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Russia and Belarus”.

Based on the experience of foreign countries, the agency has studied the development of standards for the
protection of religious neutrality in the public service and reflection of them in relevant documents. Article 7

For the first time in the history of Georgia, the State Agency for Religious Issues initiated the preparation of
a religious map. The Religious Policy Research Center established at the agency in 2016 developed the concept
of preparing regional and district map of cult buildings that would enable the state, all interested agencies or
religious organizations to plan and conduct their activities according to the religious composition of the Georgian
population. The State Agency for Religious Issues, based on census data conducted in 2014 and based on the
information collected by the National Statistics Office of Georgia and religious organizations in the regions and
districts, through joint workshops and consultations, prepared two versions of religious map: regional and district
which represents the quantitative and percentage indicator of the religious composition of the population. The
preparation and publication of the maps is also important in that it gives the most realistic picture of regions
/ districts populated by religious minorities. In addition, a printed and electronic version of the Maps of Cult
Buildings Functioning in Georgia was created, showing the number and percentage of existing cult buildings at
both the regional and municipal levels; also - data on most religious confessions in Georgia.

The occupied territories of Georgia - Abkhazia and Tskhinvali are separately shown in the maps published
by the agency. The topic of occupation is of utmost importance to us. In addition to violating the country’s
territorial integrity, there is an ethnic-religious oppression, and violations of all human rights - including the right
to movement, receive education in one’s native language and practice religious belief - are abused and violated.

On the 22nd of July, 2019 the first meeting was held in Marneuli within the framework of the new project of
the State Agency for Religious Issues “State Language for the Clergy”.

The idea of creating the project was conditioned by a series of workshops - “Human Rights and Religious
Tolerance” held by the agency throughout Georgia within the framework of the Governmental Human Rights
Action Plan for 2018-2020 which revealed that the clergymen of the religious minorities participating in the
seminars had difficulty understanding the topic due to inadequate or lack of knowledge of the state language.
It was decided to implement a project of state importance, entitled “State Language for the Clergy”, within
the framework of which a memorandum of cooperation was signed with Zurab Zhvania School of Public
Administration.

Since 2014, the agency has been actively involved in the implementation of the Governmental Human Rights
Action Plan of Georgia. In 2015, in partnership with the Konrad-Adenauer Stiftung a project “Raising Awareness
of Public Servants on the Issues of Religious Neutrality and Secularism” was prepared. The project envisaged
the organization of workshops throughout Georgia with the participation of experts with relevant competence
for the representatives of the local municipalities - the City Hall, Gamgeoba/District and Assembly. In total, 183
public servants participated in the training throughout Georgia.

In 2016-2017 the agency conducted trainings at the Ministry of Internal Affairs on “Secularism and Religious
Neutrality”. The trainings were attended by the representatives of MIA territorial authorities, criminal police,
patrol police, border police and detective-investigators. More than 200 employees of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs have been trained.

Within the framework of the Governmental Action Plan, the agency staff and invited experts in all regions of
Georgia conducted trainings ,,Human Rights and Religious Tolerance “, the aim of which was to raise awareness
of the representatives of the religious organizations in the field of freedom of religion, human rights and
fundamental freedoms and strengthen the culture of religious tolerance. The trainings were conducted for the
representatives of the religious organizations in Georgia (the total number of about 770), students from various
universities of Georgia (several hundred in total) and journalists from various media outlets (a few dozen in total).
